
Founded in 1990, regionally rooted and cultivated in Nuremberg, eK considers itself to be a culture bearer striving for lively diversity. The backbone of the ensemble is the concert series in the Nuremberg Tafelhalle. Chamber music, theatre, puppet theatre, literature, silent film music and chamber opera have taken eK to European centers such as Paris, Vienna, Krakow, Athens, Munich and Berlin. It has received invitations to renowned festivals such as the Vienna Festival, Salzburg Festival, Schleswig Holstein Music Festival, Ludwigsburg Palace Festival, the mdr Music Summer, Janacek Festival Ostrava, Berlinale, the Munich Film Festival, the Festival international du film d‘Arras, the Fidena, the Rheinland-Pfalz Culture Summer, Les Giboulées de la Marionnette/ Strasbourg and the Imaginale.

The Nuremberg Tafelhalle is also an important production partner (currently „Die Zauberflöte eine Prüfung“ / Thalias Kompagnons). The ensemble regularly commissions compositions and adaptions and has especially close ties with ZDF/ arte and the Bayerischen Rundfunk Nürnberg (Bavarian Broadcasting Service).

eK has received several awards, among others from the City of Nuremberg, the Ernst-von-Siemens Foundation and the Academy of Fine Arts.
